I’d like to address some questions 
you may have about this trip.

Is 14-days long for a cruise?
The longest cruise I’ve been on is 12 days 
and I thought it was great. With this itiner-
ary you really need this amount of time or 
you’ll blink and it will be over.

Is it safe?

Why should I book so early?

I also think it’s a good 
opportunity to do something very signifi cant 
with your adult children. This will be one of 
those life experiences that will provide talk 
around the dinner table for years to come.

Land programs 
are tricky for groups because of all the 
moving around. I didn’t want the hassle of 
unpacking and repacking to move from hotel 
to hotel. The cruise ship is your hotel and it 
moves for you.
